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THE CAMP DIRECTOR

Paul Scarpa, who is recognized for
his ability to develop players, will be
camp director for the 39th straight
year. After coaching three years at
Florida State and the U.S. Naval
Academy, Coach Scarpa came to
Furman where he is now in his 41st
year.

A recipient of the Southern
Sportsmanship Award, Scarpa is

regarded as one of the most successful teaching and playing
pros in the south. As a pro, Scarpa has reached the semi-
finals in both singles and doubles in National Teaching
Professional Events. He served for six years as pro for the
Greenville Country Club where his juniors dominated the state
tournaments and held many southern and national rankings.
He has been named Southern Conference Coach of the Year
numerous times. The Furman Teams have been nominated
for the NCAA Top 20 and over the past 40th years have finished
first or second in their conference. Over the years, Furman
has produced over 150+T individual conference champions.

Scarpa was voted Southern Professional of the year in 1976,
Southern Coach of the Year in 1978, and South Carolina Coach
of the Year in 1990 and 2001. Scarpa is a 1986 South Carolina
Tennis Hall of Famer and the NationÕs  winningest Active coach
with over 700+ victories.  He was inducted into Furman Hall of
Fame in Õ94 and USTA  Southern Hall of Fame in Õ06.

He has been most pleased with the results of the tennis
camp. Many of the campers over the past 37 plus years have
received state, sectional and national rankings and gone on
to play major college tennis.

THE STAFF

counselors will be involved in tennis instruction, evening
activities, day and night dormitory supervision on a
campus ideal for your child’s security. The gates entering
the campus are closed each night at 10:30.

THE TENNIS PROGRAM
The objectives of our camp are to reach each camperÕs specific needs
for development. Campers are grouped into beginners, intermediate,
and advance groups according to ability, experience, age and size.
Our intentions are to design a program which includes:

PERSONAL INSTRUCTION — 4 to 1 or 5 to 1 Student Teacher
Ratio Pending Group  Ð Emphasizing stroke production
(development and correction)
DRILLS Ð Emphasizing consistency, placement, accuracy (to become
programmed)
CONDITIONING Ð Emphasizing quickness, strength, endurance (to
develop foot and hand speed)
PLAY Ð Emphasizing strategy, faults, court awareness (to develop
match plan)
GROUP SESSIONS Ð Emphasizing positive attitudes, good
sportsmanship, and solutions (attempting to tear down those tentative
barriers which don't allow the camper to play his or her best when
under pressure)

7:15 am Wake up call followed by breakfast at the New Furman

9:00-12:15 Group Session Ð Then on courts with instructors for 3

sessions (personal instruction, drills, team play) Juice
break and change over.

12:30-1:45 Lunch and rest
2:00-5:15 Group session Ð Then on courts with instructors for

3 sessions. (personal instruction, drills, team play)
Juice break and change over.

5:30-7:30 Supper Ð get ready for evening activities.

DAILY CAMP AND EVENING ACTIVITIES
Supervised activities are centered around the tennis program, all of
which will be designed to develop the student's love for the game.
Facilities made available for entertainment include campus pool, new
student center, gymnasium, track, all athletic fields, and 4 indoor
courts. (no washouts) All campers are required to attend evening
activities which has always been one of the campÕs highlights.

THE FACILITIES

The Tennis Camp is held on one of the nationÕs most beautiful
campuses, Furman University. Lying at the foot of the Blue Ridge
Mountains. Five miles north of Greenville, South Carolina, the campus
covers 750 acres, with a 30-acre lake, golf course, and 19 outdoor
courts, and 4 indoor courts.  (no rainouts) Other facilities include indoor
Olympic pool, all types of athletic fields, an excellent library, and a
fine student center offering pool, ping-pong, and snacks. The Physical
Activities Center and the university New Food Court are also available
for camp use. Furman offers a perfect setting for camp with excellent
facilities and security for the campers.

DIRECTIONS TO FURMAN

From Charlotte : Take I-85 to Greenville. Follow I-385 into downtown.
Bear right onto Highway 183, which will become Beattie Place. Follow
Beattie Place eventually bearing right onto Highway 25N (Poinsett
Highway). Follow Poinsett Highway approximately 5 miles to the
Furman University exit.

From Atlanta : Take I-85 to the I-185 exit. Follow I-185 into Greenville.
I-185 will become Mills Avenue then Church Street. Turn left onto
Beattie Place. Continue on Beattie Place eventually bearing right onto
Highway 25N (Poinsett Highway). Follow Poinsett Highway
approximately 5 miles to the Furman University exit.

RULES AND GENERAL INFORMATION
1. No campers are allowed off the campus at any time unless with parent

or adult friend with written permission.

2. No smoking is allowed anywhere. Possession or use of alcoholic
beverages at anytime, on or off campus, during camp session will result
in expulsion.

3. Attendance is required by all campers at all meals, calisthenics, tennis
sessions, and evening activities. Campers are expected to be on time
for these activities and not to leave  until dismissed.

ITEMS TO PACK
4. SWIMMINGÑNo camper is allowed to swim at any time without a

counselor present. A "Buddy System" is to be adhered to at all times.
Campers must obey counselors in charge immediately. BATHING SUIT
REQUIRED.

5. Campers will provide their own LINENS, PILLOW, BLANKET,
BEDSPREAD, TOWELS,  and SHEETS.

6. WE RECOMMEND THAT EACH CAMPER BRING SUN SCREEN, HAT
WITH BILL,  WATER BOTTLE and SMALL UMBRELLA.

7. What kind of TENNIS CLOTHES are required or necessary? WE
SUGGEST LIGHT-COLOR CLOTHES BECAUSE OF THE HEAT
FACTOR, BUT ANY TENNIS OR SPORTING ATTIRE IS
ACCEPTABLE.

8. We take the campers off campus to movies, bowling, skating in the
evening. CASUAL AND RELAXING OUTFITS ARE NEEDED.

9. All campers must be in their rooms at 10:30 p.m. with lights out between
10:30Ð10:45 p.m.

10. Campers are required to keep their rooms clean and in order at all
times.

11. Campers may deposit their spending money in the camp bank or
they may keep it themselves.

12. OUTGOING PHONE CALLS  must be made on the pay phone. The
office phone can be used in case of an emergency or other permissible
reasons. Long-distance calls must be collect or credit card.

13. Mail will be distributed just before departing for lunch. INCOMING MAIL
should be addressed c/o Paul Scarpa s Furman University Tennis
Camp.

14. Any camper wishing to go to the infirmary may do so after breakfast but
must first notify a counselor. If you are to be excused from activities for
medical reasons, you must notify a counselor and your group instructor.
Our office staff will take you to the nurse or trainer. Infirmary hours
8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., daily.

15. CAMPERS DO NOT NEED PHYSICAL If they have health problems,
please advise us at registration.

16. Barber Shop will be open on Wednesday and Thursday from 8:00 a.m.
to 5:00 p.m.

17. LOST ROOM KEY fee is $30.00. Keys are returned at end of camp.

18. Bicycles are allowed at camp, but Furman cannot be responsible for
the security of bicycles brought onto campus.

19. Are washing machines available? Yes. Every dorm has laundry facilities.
Change will be available to the campers.

20. It is suggested that you send with your camper the non-prescription
medicine they would take for headache, nausea, or insect bites.

21. Campers are allowed phones in rooms. You can call the Tennis Shop
during the daytime at (864) 294-3823. If a daytime emergency occurs,
call Furman University (864) 294-2000 or Coach Scarpa's office at (864)
294-2039. At nighttime (864) 294-2111, for Coach Scarpa in the dorm.
You will be able to get your childÕs hall number and Coach Scarpa's
room number on your arrival.

Furman University is not a sponsor of this camp.

TEAM MATCH PLAY

The Overnight Camp  fee for a one-week session is $545.00.
This fee includes air-conditioned room , meals, daily tennis
instruction , tournaments, T-shirt, camp picture, Nike
tennis shoes,  and other on-campus activities, except for a
$25 fee for fun park evening . Each session will begin with
arrivals from 2:15Ð3:45, Sunday afternoons and departures
at 2:00 on Friday afternoons, except for an early 12:00
departure on June 27th . There will also be an early check
in on june 29th at 11:00 am and a late departure on July 3rd
at 4pm. "Day Camp fee is $275." Day camp hours are
from 9 am—3:30 pm, Monday—Friday with camp ending
at 2:00 pm on Friday. Day campers will be served lunch on
Wed. and Fri. Campers bring lunch on Mon., Tues. and Thurs.
1/2-Day Camp tuition will be $195.00. 1/2-Day Camp hours
are from 9 amÐ12:15 pm, MondayÐFriday. Past camper
priority is January 20, 2008.  A Physician's Statement is
not required, but the camp needs any necessary information
for health care assistance.
