Senator Robert W. Hayes, Jr. (Wes Hayes), current chair of the Senate
Ethics Committee, has served in the South Carolina General Assembly for twenty-six
years. He began his service in the House of Representatives in 1985 and was
elected to the Senate in 1991, where he continues to serve.

Currently he serves as a member of the following Senate Committees: Banking and
Insurance, Education, Finance, Medical Affairs, and General.

He is a 1975 graduate of the United States Military Academy at West Point,
where he was president of his class and a battalion commander. Following his
graduation, he served five years on active duty in the US Army as a part of the 82d
Airborne Division, earning the Master Parachutist Award and the Ranger Tab. He
graduated law school at the USC School of Law, where he was president of the
Student Bar and member of the Law Review and Order of the Coif. He currently
has his own law firm, Robert W. Hayes, Jr. LLC. He served in the South Carolina
Army National Guard for twenty-five years, earning the rank of colonel and the
Legion of Merit Award. Senator Hayes resides in Rock Hill with his wife Sarah
Mellon Hayes (Sally). The couple has three children, Robert Wesley Ill, James
Creighton, and Margaret Mellon.
